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    As spring moves to summer and after weeks of sunshine and drought wonderful rain 
has flushed out the river and given new life to all the greenery around and in our gardens. 
So much birdsong and blossom, with my old apple tree flowering a couple of weeks 
earlier than usual. Now, on June 14th, its good timing as St.Johns wort is in bloom, and 
the first of those dazzling red oriental poppies are bursting out in another date of note. 
Curlews are still calling and swallows sweeping low, though sadly they haven’t returned 
to nest in our workshop porch. Lambs grazing are now nearly full grown and ready for 
the autumn sales. I’ve just cycled a circular route over Hartside on a long day before the 
solstice, and before a heat wave kicks in, clocking 60 miles getting home after 9, still in 
the light. Every year climate is more uncertain as our planet warms. Worryingly, as we 
need to adapt to changes with more roof water tanks, building more reservoirs and 
cleaning up and slowing rivers to avoid flooding, our monopoly privatised water 
companies are prioritising their shareholders.

    Friend Tim Dalling, who recently did his Ivor Cutler impression at the Hive in Nenthead 

invited me over to a gathering at music and real ale pub The Cumberland Arms, in 
Newcastle on the 20th anniversary (Oh. Dear, thought it was the 10th!) of the tragic deaths of fiddler, clown and political activist Joe 
Scurfield and jazz trombonist Keith Morris. They were walking on the pavement down Westgate Road to a music session, when hit from 
behind by a 17 year old driving his fathers BMW. I hugged someone I knew of old, and embarrassingly thought it was Joe’s brother Harry. 
It was in deed Paul, Saxophonist with the amazing Baghdaddies who have disbanded after 28 years, and who’s Geordie, Balkan boogie 
music brought joy to so many. After so long it felt like being part of their own tribute band, he told me with a certain weariness. Other 
familiar folk from the past were there, many now grandparents, with Red Herring baker Nigel Wilds Doctor wife Louise at the Hospital 
right then, with their second daughter waiting to give birth. Meanwhile inside the session carried on, with accordionists Tim and Karen 
Tweed duetting Russian folk tunes. The pub, who’s landlady Jo grew up in Alston, stands in splendid Isolation, after the areas terraces 
were demolished and redeveloped in the 1950’s and is adjacent to the famous Byker wall, something of a community hub for the area 
along the Ouseburn, and looking very green these days. Time never stands still. Alston Live music festival is happening on the Tyne 
Willows field again on the 18th and 19th July this year, with Rorys’ band Tarras headlining the Friday night.

   Here I’m on my soapbox again! As the Government announced a £14 billion subsidy to go ahead with Sizewell C, another nuclear 
power station, which is supposed to provide the security of a base load, when wind doesn’t blow and the sun is weak in winter. 
Construction takes at least 10 years, and there will likely be a time and cost overrun. We still have no solution to nuclear waste, much 
stored in rusting ponds at Sellafield here in Cumbria, and as we see, the vulnerability to attack, and release of radioactivity. The use of 
peaceful and military nukes has always overlapped, with this dangerous technology. Why not invest these vast sums instead in tidal 
lagoon and wave energy, reliable and much cheaper? We have just witnessed Netanyahu’s attack on Irans nuclear facilities and 
assassinations, which deluded and ignorant ‘world emperor’ Donald Trump called brilliant!  Iran had no bomb and has been subject to 
IAEA inspections, whereas Israel has undeclared nuclear weapons and can act with impunity. Rather than condemnation of an 
unprovoked aggression and violation of national sovereignty, Starmer talks about de-escalation, 
but still send Israel arms.This goes on while every day starving and dehumanised Palestinians 
in Gaza are shot dead or wounded, just going for food to Israeli and USA controlled so called 
‘Humanitarian’ aid centres, with hundreds dead and thousands injured, with any outside aid 
from the UN and charities is blocked by Israel.  

     It’s quiet in the workshop at this time of long long days. We do have some film work and 
our candles were sent to be featured in 28 Years Later, with naked raging zombies in 
Northumberland, which is just out. Well I couldn’t see but those extras must have had a great 
time! We are stopping selling our outdoor candles in boxes of 6 (ODF06 and ODC06) but will 
continue to stock the 24 boxes in both mixed colours and Citronella.

      Chris and Ian have been off on a caravan holiday in France, and Lianna and her family 
have just got back from the USA. Here are her words. “We have returned from another 
fantastic family holiday at Disneyworld, Florida, where lots of memories were made. The first 
thing we experienced was the heat, oh my was it hot! It was a high of 42 degrees on some of 
the days all while doing 20,000+ steps, the mocktails, fancy slushies and snacks from 
“around the world” at EPCOT were a welcoming break from the heat. Our “day off” from the 
parks was spent at Discovery Cove where my eldest, Macey swam with over 20 species of 
sharks. She was in her element - I watched on nervously while Elsie and myself waited for our 
dolphin encounter to start, which was amazing, Elsie really enjoyed it and my favourite part was seeing her beaming face. Lastly, the 
shows, fireworks, along with the dramatic music made everyone emotional, if you have been to Disney you will know what I mean. Right 
now I wish I was eating Mickey waffles, streaky bacon and maple syrup but I best get back to packing candles for you lovely lot.” Lianna.
